  Guru Nanak College for Women, Charan Kanwal, Banga is a 

womensô college which facilitates the eradication of female illiteracy in this 

area. Since 1969, this institution is committed to serve the society, the parents 

and the girls for their bright future and good career prospects. Our students are 

serving the nation as teachers, college lecture, bank employees and are also 

settled abroad. The college is affiliated to Guru Nanak Dev University, 

Amritsar. Our college is a leading institution in the field of women education. 

Women empowerment is the motto of our institute, which reflects in the 

hierarchy of the institute. Our honoured President of the College Managing 

Committee ,Mrs. Jaswant Kaur, our erudite Secretary of the College Managing 

Committee, Mrs. Surinder Kaur Dhami, Member of the College Managing 

Committee, Mrs. Kamaljit Kaur are symbols of women power who work 

tirelessly for the development of the institution. The College is in the able hands 

of Dr. Kanwaljit Kaur, who is deftly leading the institute towards greater heights. 

The lesson of women empowerment is not only preached but practised by these 

dignified, courageous and able ladies. 

  The college has a very large number of students who belong to 

communities declared as religious minority by the Government of India. 

Financial funding of the institute is grant-in-aid received from the state 

government and UGC. Various self-financed courses run by college also add 

to the financial resources of the institute. The UGC recognized this institute in 

Nov., 1970 under Section (2f) and 12(B). After its establishment, the college 

was affiliated to Punjab University, Chandigarh and the same came within the 

ambit of Guru Nanak Dev University on 12 June 1971. The college is located 

on the Jalandhar ï Chandigarh main highway and the campus is spread over 

20,234,282 sq. mtrs. 

  The college has an auditorium where various curricular and extra-

curricular activities are organized. The college has football, volleyball, basket 

ball, and kabaddi grounds. Some of the indoor games and recreational 

activities are also offered. Students have been provided with a common room 
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where they can sit during their free lectures. The principal of the institution is 

provided with in-campus residential facility along with provision of 

accommodation for some of the faculty members and class-IV employees. 

Students are provided with first aid facility and the services of a well qualified 

and experienced Dr. Rashmi Rawal. 

  The college provides the facility of photocopy & phone to the 

students in the campus. Services of a private bus contractor are offered to 

students. 

The college offers various courses including : B.A., B.Com., 

B.C.A., B.Sc. (Economics), M.A. (English, Punjabi, History), M.Sc. (Computer 

Science), PGDCA, DCA, Diploma in S & T, PGDFD, PG Diploma in 

cosmetology and Diploma in Cosmetology. Nine of these courses are self 

financed. There are 11 departments in the college offering 14 courses under 

semester system.  

There are a total number of 23 teaching and 12 non teaching posts 

sanctioned by UGC / University and the State Government, out of which 12 and 

4 are lying vacant in teaching and non-teaching respectively. In addition to 

these regular posts, a total of 25 teachers are engaged on adhoc / part time 

basis to meet the academic requirements of the institute as the recruitment 

against the sanctioned grant-in-aid posts is banned by the state government 

since 2004.  

Among faculty members 2 are Ph.D and 3 are UGC NET qualified, 

and 6 are M.Phil. During session 2014-2015, 723 have been enrolled in various 

courses. The students drop out rate for UG and for PG was 6.42% during the 

session 2013-2014. 

The unit cost of education was Rs. 32799.34 per student for the 

session 2013-2014. The college doesnôt offer any course through distance 

education mode. There were 256 working days in the session 2013-2014 of 

which teaching days were 166(excluding examination days) 
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Internal quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) was established on 19-4-

2014. The college has a clear cut objective of empowering the women, 

preparing them for academic, social and financial excellence. The institution 

works for the emotional maturity of its students so that they can become 

rational and sensitive citizens of the nation. Various co-curricular activities 

offered in the college inculcate the values like truthfulness, honesty, sincerity 

and integrity in the students.  

Time table for various courses is framed in a way to provide 

required number of lectures to all the subjects as specified in the university 

calendar. Heads of various departments assign the workload to the teachers 

according to their area of expertise. The institute ensures the appointment of 

qualified and competent teachers for effective delivery of the curriculum. 

Various orientation courses, refresher courses and workshops offered by 

Academic Staff Colleges of the Universities keep the teachers aware of the 

latest trends in their respective fields. Eminent scholars who are invited to 

deliver lectures also enrich the faculty and students with their knowledge. The 

institute also networks with other colleges of the area which are affiliated to the 

same university. Faculty from these institutes is deputed to conduct various 

practical and theoretical examinations. A number of faculty members are 

members of various academic bodies of the university, who represent the 

institute in the designing of the syllabi. All the degrees and diplomas offered in 

the college have their syllabi designed by the affiliating university. 

The institute analyses the attainment of stated objectives through 

house and university examinations after every semester. All the courses 

offered by the college are approved by the Academic Council of the affiliating 

University. A wide variety of courses in major academic streams are offered at 

the UG and PG level which cater to the requirement of local youth. The core 

subjects at the UG level are: General English, General Punjabi and 

Environmental Studies. The students can choose from the optional subjects eg 

: History, Political Science, Economics, Mathematics, Physical Education, 

Hindi, Functional Punjabi, Elective Punjabi, Elective English, Sociology and 

Computer Science, Quantitative Techniques and Home Science. In addition to 
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these courses commerce and computer streams are also offered at UG level. 

At the PG level M.A. in (English, Punjabi and History) and M.Sc. (Computer 

Science) are offered. Various diplomas and PG diplomas are also offered. 

Courses are in modular form and exams are held jointly. The students at the 

time of admission can choose the subjects according to their interests. They 

are allowed to switch courses / subjects within 15 days of the admission 

according to the norms of the affiliating university. The institution offers 

B.Com., BCA, M.Sc. (Computer Science), Diploma in S&T, Diploma in 

Cosmetology, and DCA which are self financed courses. Faculty for the self 

financed are recruited in two ways : regular and temporary basis. Teachers 

recruited on regular basis are given salary according to the norms and those 

who are recruited on temporary basis are paid on consolidated basis.   

Students are offered various extra curricular activities through 

NSS, NCC, Youth Club and Guru Gobind Singh Study Circle. These societies 

organize extension lectures, quiz contests, medical camps, religious functions, 

and tree plantaion drives in the campus and its adjoining areas throughout the 

year. Students are encouraged to participate in field of sports. Details 

regarding their participation and achievement have been included in the SSR. 

College collects the feedback in formal as well as informal way, 

which is used to improve the teaching ï learning experience of the students. 

lectures by eminent personalities also help to guide students to choose their 

respective courses and make them aware of the latest trends in the job market. 

Career and counseling cell also helps to educate them about various job 

opportunities. Feedback is sought from the outgoing students, alumni, parents 

and the employers. Alumni of the college provide valuable guidance by 

expressing their experiences of the job market. Their suggestions are recorded 

and analyzed. Parents also actively participate in the college activities and give 

their suggestions. 

College Managing Committee works wholeheartedly for the 

upliftment of the institution. Various academic, curricular and institutional 

issues are discussed in the meetings of the College Managing Committee.  
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The College has its IQAC. This cell consists of the eminent 

personalities of the area. Meetings of the IQAC are held and suggestions and 

feedback is utilized for further improvement. 

The feedback from the various channels is conveyed to the 

university. The curriculum of most of the courses is designed by university and 

the college does not have the authority to change the syllabus, but the 

suggestions regarding the syllabi are conveyed by Principal and faculty 

members in the meetings of various Boards / Committees of the affiliating 

university. 

Information regarding various subjects and courses offered by the 

college is advertised through newspapers, pamphlets, website of the institution 

and personal contact with students. Advertisement through local television 

channels, through the cable operator and banners is also done. 

Admission Committee of the college helps the students at the time 

of admission. Students seeking admission and fulfilling the eligibility conditions 

are never refused as the seats for general courses like B.A./B.Sc. etc. allotted 

to the college are unlimited. For  other courses, where there is a constraint on 

the number of seats, the admission is mainly based on the first come-first serve 

basis.  

In case of students seeking admission simultaneously, one with 

higher merit is preferred. Highest and lowest percentage of marks obtained in 

qualifying examination has been given on page No. 33 of SSR. 

Differently abled students are given due consideration. Their 

classes are arranged on the ground floor and special ramps for the easy 

movement have been constructed. Academically weak students are given 

special coaching. The college organizes various extension activities to 

sensitize the youth as well as the faculty members regarding burning issues 

like soil erosion, environment pollution, water table depletion and social evils  

like female foeticide, dowry system etc. 
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Class tests, house tests etc. help to analyze the academic 

performance of the students. Students who are found at the risk of drop out are 

given special attention. Weak students are motivated to interact freely in the 

class about their academic problems.  

IQAC contributes towards improving the teaching learning process 

by finding out the problem areas in the system. It comes up with valuable 

suggestions to provide solutions for the same. Academic calendar is prepared 

each year to ensure requisite number of working days and workload of the 

teachers. Exam schedule and other important events are planned well in 

advance. 

The institution tries to provide the students a congenial 

environment for their overall development as ideal citizens. Facilities like 

computer, Internet, LCD Projectors, OHPs and smart boards are available in 

the college and faculty has unrestricted access to these. 

The institute motivates the faculty member to participate in 

seminars, workshops, orientation courses and refresher courses in various 

colleges and universities.  

The institute monitors and evaluates the quality of teaching ï 

learning through feedback of the students. students evaluation of teachers is 

recorded and is conveyed to the concerned teacher by the principal. The 

performance of the studentôs in house exams also serves as an indicator of the 

quality of teaching. Suggestions from students are welcome and they can use 

the suggestion boxes which have been provided in the general office and 

library. Students are adequately acquainted in time about all the activities 

through tutorials.
